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Abstract: Active dunes can cause property damage if they move onto developed property. The 

southernmost blowout in Kitchel-Lindquist-Hartger Dunes Preserve is currently posing a threat 

to two developments: the preserve outdoor classroom and the North Shore Marina. To advise the 

management planning, we studied the current state of the blowout, including the dune features, 

the activity level and current management. We inventoried dune features, gathering data about 

vegetation coverage and areas of bare sand. We used erosion pins on the windward and leeward
