• Where	have	you	seen	favoritism	this	week?			
• Where	are	you	tempted	to	play	favorites?			

	
The	structure	of	this	passage	implies	a	contradiction	between	faith	and	favoritism:	“Do	not	hold	
faith	in	Christ	with	partiality	toward	persons.”	This	is	a	common	problem	for	us;	a	prevalent	
form	of	“being	polluted	by	the	world.”		

	
• This	consistent	love	does	not	regard	income	bracket;	it	knows	no	race	or	nationality;	it	

isn’t	restricted	by	time	(nor	appearance,	attractiveness,	dress,	abilities,	or	personality).	
Consistent	love	like	this	points	to	Christ.	Share	laments	about	how	rarely	this	consistent	
love	is	experienced;	or	share	an	experience	of	receiving	consistent	love.	
	

This	passage	calls	us	to	consistent	love,	not	just	polite	ushering	people	to	their	seats	in	church.
